BUSINESS GRAPHICS

Eligibility
Each local NH FBLA Chapter may enter two contestants.  Each contestant must work on his/her own poster.

Procedure and Regulation

One hour will be allowed for this event.  The event is designed to promote FBLA through a display of enthusiasm and creativity on a competitive basis.  The theme for the poster will be announced at the beginning of this event.  All of the artwork must be done during the one hour, and no cut-outs of any type will be allowed.  The name of the contestant and the school must be written only on the back of the poster.

The following materials must be supplied by the individual in this event:


-One white poster board  22” x 28”


-One felt tip black marker


-One pencil or pen


-One 12” ruler

-One sheet of 8.5 x 11” paper for sketching and initial planning of the poster

-One dictionary or word division manual

Note:  No color other than black may be used on the poster


 No color other than white may be used for the poster board
