SLC Competitive Events Guidelines

MOST OUTSTANDING CHAPTER AWARD
Eligibility

 Each local chapter is eligible for this event.
Procedure and Regulation


Each NH local FBLA chapter participating in the SLC is automatically eligible for the Most Outstanding Chapter Award.

The state’s highest chapter award is based on a point system beginning with the completion of the SLC and continuing through the next SLC.


The three (3) chapters having the highest number of points at the end of the SLC shall be recognized as New Hampshire’s Most Outstanding Chapters and shall be considered for the Hollis and Kitty Guy Gold Seal Chapter Award.


Although no official entry form is required, participation in as many events as possible is essential for chapter success.  Some of the items to be considered include:  Paid state and national dues by December 1, conducted projects or programs identified with th goals of the organization, and sending representatives to national, regional and state conferences and workshops.


In addition, local FBLA chapters should invite other schools to organize chapters, participate in various FBLA chapter projects throughout the school year, plan field trips to business and industry, hold fundraising activities, invite business and professional men and women to become involved in chapter activities and conduct public relations programs in your school and in the community.
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
